	The pupil can, after discussion with the teacher:
· Can use their own simple story ideas or retell a familiar story using short, simplistic sentences

· Can re-read sentences out loud to check they make sense

· Can use adjectives to describe
· Can re-read what they have written to check it makes sense and make suggested changes
· Can check their sentences have a capital letter and full stop
· Can demarcate most sentences accurately with a capital letter and full stop
· Begin to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark
· Use a capital letter for names of people, places, the days of the week and the personal pronoun ‘I’ 
· Spell most words containing each of the 40+ phonemes already taught
· To use  –s and –es to form regular plurals correctly
· To use the prefix un-
· Add the suffixes using –ing, -ed, -er and –est to root words (with no change to the root word)
