Happy New Year! We hope you had a fantastic Christmas and wish you the very 

best for 2024. We have another exciting term ahead of us in Year 4. 

 

This half-term we will be learning all about the Romans! We will be finding out about 

the size of the Roman Empire, and we will be joining the Roman army, role-playing 

battle formations, and finding out about the many attempts to conquer Britain. We 

will be exploring what life was like living in Roman Britain and learning about the 

Celtic tribe led by Boudicca in her rebellion. We will also be studying volcanoes, 

building on our knowledge of ‘active planet’ from year 3, and learning about the 

eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79AD. 

 

A highlight of this term will be our residential trip to Ufton Court from 27th to 28th 

March. More details of this will be released shortly and there will be an information 

meeting on Wednesday 22nd January after school.
